Qur’an 49: 11 – cautions against insult 
Qur’an 25: 63 – encourages humility even in 
walking 

According to the Quran, chastity is a behavior that 
pleases Allah and a condition necessary for 
salvation. Elsewhere it says: “And they who guard 
their private parts except from their wives or those 
their right hands possess [concubines], for indeed, 
they will not be blamed—but whoever seeks 
beyond that, then those are the transgressors”
